Title    YOU’RE IN GOOD HANDS WITH JESUS 

In the1950’s Allstate Insurance Company came up with the popular slogan “You’re in good hands with 

Allstate.” It seems one of the company goals was to reassure people that Allstate would always be there to help.   

In another story a Psalmist identified the importance of facing difficulties without proper protection. Although 

his enemies and persecutors tried to seize his life in their hands, he remembered that he was firmly held in 

God’s grasp. There was no need to fear his enemy’s grip. The safety of God’s control is always there.  

It takes courage to entrust yourself into God’s hands. After all, these were the very hands that allowed the 

Messiah to be crucified.  How can we turn ourselves over to God when a positive outcome is not always 

guaranteed?  

Perhaps we can trust God’s hands if we understand God’s heart.  

The cross provides a powerful look at His heart and his love for the world. By sending Jesus to die for us, we 

should understand in God’s hands we have protection. We have full coverage from the one who shed His blood 

to secure our freedom.  

By knowing that God will do anything to save us, we should feel comfortable in the assurance against enemy 

attacks.   

Stop trying to take matters into your own hands. Lean more fully into God’s capable hands. By relying on God, 

we can hear and feel the heartbeat of His love. We are protected from our ultimate enemy: Non-Belief.
